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9th Annual International Artistic Meetings in Puck
“No Time for Art” VS “No Money for Art”

The background for these animation pieces lies in the |3-day art camp (or what we usually call: artist-in-
residency program) C & G (Clara Cheung and Gum Cheng) participated in Puck, Poland in September of
2009. Through artist sharing, presentations, on-site art-making and exhibitions, C & G had a fruitful experience
of artistic and cultural exchanges with other |3 artists (from Poland, Russia, Romania, Bulgaria, White Russia,
France and Britain) during the residency. The art direction of C & G has always been about important social
and political issues, which is similar to the critical style of the major art trend in the contemporary Polish art
scene. This time in Poland, C & G attempt to peek at and, further more, learn about the cultural scene of this
strange piece of land with their Hongkonger's ways of seeing.

"No money for art" seems to happen a lot in Poland, while "no time for art" is always true for Hong Kong
people. Both Poland and Hong Kong seem to be the third-world regions when it comes to contemporary
art. And, both are lack of something for art: the previous being more practical, while the latter more invisible.
Looking into artworks evolved from the above phenomena, perhaps one can find out what a socialist society
(used to be) and a capitalist society need from each other: This is the question C & G had in mind during the
art camp.

Most artist in the art camp used painting as their art medium. Applying their previous experience at
other residency programs, C & G chose to make stop-motion animations, which involve both drawing and
photography, in order to input some fresh elements into the camp.
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Founded in 2007, C & G Artpartment is a local art space with two portions: an art gallery and a visual art
education unit. With a strong concern over the local art ecology, C & G helps develop new flavors in the local
art scene, use art to respond to local current issues, and provide art education programs for the public. Its
essential goal is to fill up the crack in the current art scene, and become an art space for idea exchanges. In
the past year, C & G Artpartment has curated 8 art exhibitions to respond to the social and cultural issues
in Hong Kong, including "Back To The Basic", "0771", "To Tsang, C.E", "The Preview of New West Kowloon
Exhibition Venue", " Sick Leave", "Under The Bird's Nest", "Greedy?" and "Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)".
All these exhibits attracted the media and. many visitors. More information of the shows can be found over

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Graduated at Rhodes College (TN, USA) with majors in Fine Art and Computer Science in 2002, Clara
Cheung studied for the Postgraduate Diploma in Education at the Chinese University of Hong Kong afterwards,
and received a master degree of Cultural Studies at Lingnan University. She has been an art teacher(panel)
at a local school, is an active member of the non-profit art group, Project226, and the founder of C & G
Artpartment. Having had numerous solo and group exhibitions in Hong Kong and overseas, some of her
works have been collected by Macau Art Museum and she now mainly focuses at exploring the media of

performance art.
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Gum was born in Hong Kong. In 1998, Gum completed the social workprogramme at Hong Kong Polytechnic
University. He graduated with distinction of Bachelor of Arts (Fine Art) in Drawing, at RMIT University in 2002.
In 2007, Gum received M.A. in Comparative and Public History from the Chinese University of Hong Kong.
From 2002 to 2008, he was the member of School Management Committee of Ha Kwai Chung Government
Secondary School. He is a registered social worker, chairman of a Hong Kong non-profit art group "Project
226", founder of C & G Artpartment. From 2002 to 2007, he had been the manager and curator in a Hong
Kong renowned art body, Artist Commune, to plan and curate art activities. Recently, Gum gives art lectures
in local design institutes and Hong Kong Visual Arts Centre. He also curates various art talks, exhibits and
workshops for secondary schools and other organizations. His artworks explore various media, like painting,
performance, photography, video and installation.
